s tsunam
is enter shallow

ater near land, they 

increase in height and can cause great loss of life and property dam
age.

Recent research suggests that tsunam
is have struck the O

regon coast on a regular 
basis. They can occur any tim

e, day or night. Typical w
ave heights from

 tsunam
is 

occurring in the Pacific O
cean over the last 500 years have been 20–65 feet at the 

shoreline. H
ow

ever, because of local conditions a few
 w

aves m
ay have been m

uch 
higher —

 as m
uch as 100 feet.
